FISH

The image of the soviet dninking culture of the rich and the poor: eating the air-dried salted lish “taranka’
as a beer snack (derived from the name of the most common fish species in the Black. Azov and Kaspian
seas-roach). Draft beer in the USSR was often diluted with water so in order to preserve the “kick”, 10 nol
let the booze effect fade “Dimedrol” was added — a pretty strong USSR sleeping and anti-allergic pill. The
taste of salted taranka disguises the taste of diluted lager of a very poor quality The combination of large
amounts of salt with liquid led 1o facial edema, Sovok drunkards quickly grew ugly swollen mugs.

Our dad used to make air-dry taranka. Fish was salted dunng summer in our kitchen and it was abso-
lutely impossible to feast on it without smearing yourself all over and creating a tolal mess of grease, fish
scales and afterburn of all kinds. It is still possible to buy taranka in the stores or “from the streel” in posl-
soviet cities.

Salted fish - herring — can be stored for a long time, so it was the food of the Soviet prisoners and an
instrument of torture during train trasportation to the Gulag as it made you extremely thirsty Analoly March-
enko and a large number of other convicts would recall: on the train to the camp prisoners were given her-
ring and were not allowed to drink.

BULKY

Travelling by train in summer was always a challenge. There was no air conditioning. In the hot Asian
republics of the USSR the outsides of the carriages got so sizzling hot during the day that only night rides
were scheduled in summer. Sweltering narrow carriages entangled with odors of boiled eggs, cheap sau-
sage, sweat and booze. On your way through the narrow corridor of a coupe carriage one would definitely
come across a bloated man in his underpants (most probably drunk) blocking the passage and giving no
shit about his non aesthetic looks.
